Interested students must submit a typed application or an
application printed in ink which includes all the following
information:

1. e application form with biographical information
and class selections.

2. Two letters of recommendation, one of which must
be from the gi ed and talented coordinator at the
applicant’s school or the applicant’s teacher. e other
recommendation must be from any other adult with
whom the student regularly interacts.
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3. A copy of the current year’s report card and any

achievement or standardized test scores available. If fhe

report card does not include the nal nine weeks, it wifl

be acceptable.

4. A one-half page personal essay. is essay should
state why the student wants to participate in Horizons
Unlimited.

complete application.
